ORDINANCE No. 1006 

AN ORDINANCE CREATING THE CAVALRY BARN MUSEUM FUND WITHIN THE FUNDS OF THE 
CITY OF COTTONWOOD FALLS, KANSAS. 

WHEREAS, the City of Cottonwood Falls Council has agreed to establish a Cavalry Barn Museum Fund, 
these funds have been donated and contributed , and further funds are expected to be donated and 

contributed for said Cavalry Barn Museum Fund project located at Swope Park of

Cottonwood Falls, Kansas. 

This fund must be established for the purpose of receiving and expending said contributions and 
donations for their stated purpose, the Cavalry Barn Museum Fund. 

All donations will be given to the City of Cottonwood Falls, City Clerk, for accountability and accuracy of 

funds and donations. The City of Cottonwood Falls will issue a donation receipt and keep a record of this 

information in the City Office. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE 
CITY OF COTTONWOOD FALLS, KANSAS , that: 

Section 1. There is herby created within the City of Cottonwood Falls a fund designed as the Cavalry Barn 
Museum Fund, processed and regulated by the accounting system pertaining to their requirements with the 

State of Kansas. 

Section 2. The Cavalry Barn Museum Fund shall be used for the purpose of receiving and expending 

contributions and donations to the Cavalry Barn Museum Fund project.

Section 3. The Cavalry Barn Museum Fund shall be budgeted each year for information purposes in the 

city's budget. 

Section 4. Any ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 5. This ordinance shall become effective after adoption by the Governing Body, approval of the 

mayor, and publication of summary of this ordinance in the Official City Newspaper, pursuant to 

K.S.A. 12-3007.
